Our mission is to put Kids First by blending proven science and 
innovation with compassion and caring for the best possible 
outcomes. Our staff practices the art and the science of medicine. 
We use sophisticated technology and leading-edge treatments 
to get sick children back on their feet while providing support for 
families throughout their Children’s Hospital experience. 

Here are some of our highlights from 2008:

•	 Children’s Hospital physicians recorded more than 500,000 
patient visits at Cleveland Clinic Family Health Centers, our 
Pediatric Specialty Suites, our Main Campus and Shaker 
Campus, and other locations. 

•	 To serve our growing patient base, we added 77 clinical staff 
in the past 36 months. Among the key new recruits was John 
Carl, MD, a prominent pediatric lung specialist, Head of our 
Center for Pulmonary Medicine.

•	 Constantine Mavroudis, MD, an internationally renowned 
expert in congenital heart disease surgery for both children 
and adults, was also recruited as Chairman of Pediatric and 
Congenital Heart Surgery in 2008. His surgical innovations 
and research initiatives have enhanced our leadership posi-
tion. Our team is already the largest and most experienced 
in the region, and grew in July with the addition of four new 
pediatric cardiologists. 

•	 The research activity of Children’s Hospital staff, coupled with 
their presentations at regional, national and international 
meetings, produced exponential growth in our reputation for 
excellence. This was evidenced by our high ranking in five 
specialties in the 2008 U.S.News & World Report list of 
“Best Children’s Hospitals.” With more than 80 physicians 
recognized as “Best Doctors in America,” our success again 
surpassed that of other pediatric institutions in the region.

•	 The new Debra Ann November Wing at our Shaker Campus 
opened to great fanfare, housing our expanded, state-of-the-art 
Lerner Autism School and Cleveland Clinic Center for Autism. 
Our template for treating children with autism is now being 
utilized in other parts of the country, and we expect to continue 
providing consultations to other centers in the coming year. 

•	 The number of families served by our Pediatric Hematology/
Oncology Department increased, giving more young cancer 
patients access to national Children’s Oncology Group clinical 
trials and new treatment protocols. Our outstanding follow-
up care expanded with the addition of the Sibling Outreach 
Program, funded by a generous grant from Bear Necessities, a 
pediatric cancer foundation. The program addresses the edu-
cational and psychosocial needs of siblings touched by cancer.

With 2009 well under way, our extensive plans for our 
Children’s Hospital are in full swing. We are planning a larger 
space for our growing inpatient Pediatric Hematology/Oncology 
Service. We are also expanding our Pediatric Intensive Care 
Unit, recognized for superior outcomes based on 24/7 coverage 
by staff pediatric intensivists. Our Pediatric Radiology Service 
has now expanded into a bright new unit where the most 
advanced imaging technologies are employed. 

Perhaps best of all, our plans for this year include an increase in 
the total number of beds in our Children’s Hospital and a move 
to private inpatient rooms. 

The generosity of families and friends who have been touched 
by the care we provide has been remarkable, especially in these 
difficult economic times. They help to enhance patient care, 
research and education.

We hope you enjoy Cleveland Clinic Children’s Hospital as seen 
from the multiple “Points of View” illustrated in these pages.

Once again, thank you for your generosity in making Cleveland 
Clinic Children’s Hospital a place of healing — and hope.

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ADOLESCENT MEDICINE  
•	 Implemented a comprehensive obesity prevention 

and treatment program in partnership with the 
newly created Department of Public Health and 
Research; collaborated with family health centers, 
community hospitals and neighborhood part-
ners, drawing from expertise across the health 
system for program development, evaluation and 
research. Expanded programs such as the “Food 
is Knowledge” kindergarten program to new 
schools and to the Children’s Museum  

•	 Expanded the BMI project from Lakewood to 
encompass all 17 of the inner-ring suburbs, in 
partnership with leaders in the community 

•	 Co-chaired the Ohio Business Roundtable’s 
Childhood Obesity Initiative to impact policy 
both in the workplace and in the schools 

•	 Evaluated and treated 160 outpatients and 70 
patients requiring hospitalization for disordered 
eating; assessed the nutritional insufficiency pro-
tocol used on inpatient floors, with presentations 
at several national meetings 

•	 Helped train more than 50 students, residents, 
fellows and international visitors in Adolescent 
Health and mentored students conducting 
research in the field; continued to collaborate 
with local hospitals on a joint Adolescent 
Medicine fellowship 

•	 Served on the boards of the North American Soci-
ety for Adolescent Medicine and its international 
equivalent, and chaired the Partnership for Fami-
lies Board of Trustees;  also served on the Ameri-
can Academy of Pediatrics’ Section on Adolescent

•	 Published four scientific articles, presented eight 
abstracts at local and national meetings, and

•	 Remained one of the few facilities in the area to 

offer medically supervised oral challenge testing 
for peanut allergy, as well as other food allergies

•	 Extended Pediatric Allergy services to the Inde-
pendence Family Health Center, while continuing 
to provide this service at Fairview Hospital and at 
our Main Campus Children’s Hospital

ANESTHESIOLOGY  
•	 Managed anesthesia for 7,369 pediatric surgery 

cases, including 516 pediatric open heart and 
catheterization lab procedures

•	 Actively participated in the redesign of state-of-
the-art MRI space for a more efficient and patient-
friendly experience

•	 Decreased the MRI cancellation rate by 50 
percent by teaming up with radiology nurses to 
streamline the medical clearance process

•	 Streamlined the process for pediatric nuclear 
medicine studies, which require anesthesia and 
are now performed in the new Sydell and Arnold 
Miller Family Heart & Vascular Institute 

•	 Teamed with surgical, nursing and support 
services to develop a “Fastrac” process that 
streamlines pediatric surgeries

BEHAVIORAL HEALTH   
•	 Created 14 new programs, including a Selective 

Mutism Program; a Child Anxiety Clinic; social 
skills programs for children and teens with 
autism spectrum disorders, Asperger’s disorder 
and high-functioning autism; free autism 
screens; autism spectrum screening for babies; a 
Trichotillomania Clinic; and a Sibling Outreach 
Program for siblings of cancer patients 

•	 Increased enrollment by 56 percent in the ADHD 
Summer Treatment Program (with a 92 percent 
parent satisfaction rate)

•	 Received funding to conduct/develop 10 studies 
or programs; created computerized online data 
collection for clinical research

•	 Saw one staff member certified by the American 
Board of Professional Psychology (one of the 
youngest in the country and the first local pediat-
ric psychologist to do so), and five staff members 
elected or appointed to positions in local, state or 
national organizations



•	 Published 19 scientific papers in peer-reviewed 
journals; had six staff members serve on editorial 
review boards or as ad hoc reviewers for 25 
professional journals

•	 Gave 17 presentations and invited talks at 
national conferences, and 39 Grand Rounds, 
continuing medical education, poster and other 
presentations at national conferences and to com-
munity organizations

CARDIOLOGY  
•	 Increased total outpatient clinic visits by 6 per-

cent over 2007 with our team of 12 pediatric 
cardiologists; saw more than 1,300 patients at 
outreach clinics across Northeast Ohio

•	 Opened a new clinic at Ashtabula County Medi-
cal Center and provided Neonatal Intensive Care 
Unit coverage at Lake Hospital System

•	 Conducted or led research studies on catheter 
intervention techniques and devices for the treat-
ment of congenital heart diseases (atrial septal 
and ventricular septal defects, patent foramen 
ovale, cryptogenic stroke, coarctation of the aorta, 
pulmonary artery or vein stenosis, and coronary 
artery fistulas), often in large multicenter trials

•	 Submitted one device to the FDA and 
received FDA approval for another device

•	 Studied whether combining two imaging 
modalities — spiral CT and lung perfusion scans 
— could better predict complete pulmonary vein 
blockages after treatment for atrial fibrillation

•	 Initiated a registry in conjunction with the 
Congenital Cardiac Catheterization Consortium 
to examine the long-term results of different 
treatments for congenital heart disease

•	 Published more than 30 works, including book 
chapters, abstracts and journal articles; presented 
at many national and international conferences

CRITICAL CARE MEDICINE   
•	 Added fixed-wing transport to our Pediatric 

Critical Care Transport Program, allowing us 
to fly national and international patients to and 
from Cleveland Clinic Children’s Hospital 

•	 Had a mortality rate of 2.5 percent for nearly 
1,000 admissions to our Pediatric Intensive Care 
Unit — well below the national average

•	 Maintained a catheter-associated bloodstream 
infection rate of 2.5 per 1,000 catheter days, 
less than the NACHRI collaborative rate of 3 per 
1,000 days; had zero occurrence of ventilator-
associated pneumonia or hospital-acquired viral 
infection for more than two years  

•	 Saw department staff assume regional and 
national leadership, presiding over the Northern 
Ohio Pediatric Society, serving as Medical 
Advisor for the Association of Organ Procurement 
Organizations, and chairing the National Cancer 
Institute’s Pediatric Central Institutional Review 
Board  

•	 Participated in national consensus groups for the 
Society of Critical Care Medicine to revise pediat-
ric brain death criteria and ICU management of 
organ donors

•	 Provided 88 hours of continuing education for 
Children’s Hospital nursing and respiratory pro-
fessionals, presenting three-day Cardiac Critical 
Care and two-day Extracorporeal Life Support 
courses twice, and a one-day Neurocritical Care 
class once 

•	 Developed extensive training and education for 
all staff at the Simulation Center at Case Western 
Reserve University; saw Elumalai Appachi, MD, 
appointed the center’s Associate Medical Director 

ENDOCRINOLOGY  
•	 Followed over 700 children with Type 1 diabetes, 

more than 250 of whom are on insulin pump 
therapy  

•	 Pursued multiple research projects, including 
studies of single-day, insulin-like growth factor-1 
(IGF-1) injections for short children who are 
deficient in the hormone; and screening the 
relatives of children with Type 1 diabetes for 
blood antibodies indicating a future risk of Type 
1 diabetes 

•	 Initiated a multidisciplinary Diabetes Clinic, 
where insulin pump introduction classes and 
individual sessions with Certified Diabetes 
Educators are offered 

•	 Established a Continuous Glucose Monitoring 
Program in conjunction with the Diabetes Clinic 
to better manage our insulin pump patients
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GASTROENTEROLOGY  
•	 Expanded services in our Children’s Hospital 

Pediatric Endoscopy Suite

•	 Published research describing how excessive 
accumulation of fatty acids in the liver 
(nonalcoholic fatty liver disease) leads to severe 
liver disease, with funding from an NIH grant 
and American Gastroenterology Association 
Research Scholar Award

•	 Developed a noninvasive blood test to diagnose 
non-alcoholic steatohepatitis, a form of liver 
disease often associated with obesity in childhood 
that can progress to severe, chronic liver disease 
in adulthood

•	 Helped organize the first two therapeutic 
endoscopy courses designed to train U.S. 
pediatric gastroenterologists in advanced 
endoscopy techniques

•	 Pooled research data with 23 other pediatric 
gastroenterology centers now in the National 
Pediatric IBD registry to better understand and 
treat children with Crohn’s disease or ulcerative 
colitis 

•	 Published the first pediatric experience with 
adalimumab, a recombinant human monoclonal 
antibody used to treat children with Crohn’s 
disease who were unable to tolerate or failed to 
respond to other therapies

•	 Collaborated with colleagues in Transplant 
Surgery to offer small bowel intestinal transplan-
tation as an option for pediatric patients with 
intestinal failure

GENERAL PEDIATRICS     
•	 Completed 686 preoperative screenings in 

children

•	 Held after-school health clinics and flu clinics, ad-
ministering flu vaccine to 81 children; conducted 
a free immunization travel clinic for Shaw High 
School Marching Band members traveling to

•	 Managed medication for 79 children in the 
ADHD Evaluation and Treatment Program of the 
Center for Pediatric Behavioral Medicine

•	 Provided needed pediatric outpatient services to 
underserved communities, recording 4,004 visits 
to our Huron Road Pediatric Outpatient Clinic 
and 4,700 visits to the new Westown Clinic 
affiliated with Fairview Hospital

Congenital Heart Surgery Database to allow 
Cleveland Clinic to share data with other North 
American centers

•	 Participated in or started research projects 
addressing conditions related to congenital heart 
disease (including anomalous aortic origin of 
coronary arteries in children, Fontan conversion 
operation, adults with corrected tetralogy of 
Fallot, and ventricular assist for advanced failure 
of the Fontan circulation)

•	 Published 17 scientific articles and submitted 
five manuscripts, three book chapters and 
editorial commentaries; finalized/commissioned 
contributions for the 4th edition of Pediatric 
Cardiac Surgery, a key text edited by the 
department’s chairman

FACING LIFE WITH COURAGE

When Violet Forgach Magyar, PhD, was born in 

Cleveland with a facial deformity, no one could correct 

it. Plastic surgery did not yet exist in Ohio.

Eventually, at age 11, she had the first of five surgeries 

in Detroit. In the 1950s, she had two more, performed 

at Cleveland Clinic by the hospital’s first plastic 

surgeon, Robin Anderson, MD.

Plastic surgery, then in its infancy, did not achieve the 

profound change she had anticipated. “It wasn’t like 

what plastic surgery can do today,” she says.

As a young person, Mrs. Magyar always loved books 

and reading, and she especially liked science. This 

influenced her career path, which included a role as a 

lab technician at Cleveland Clinic. She retired in 1993 

and moved to Jupiter, Fla., with her husband, Joseph 

Magyar, who has since passed away. 

Through the years, Mrs. Magyar never forgot the chal-

lenges of her youth. Her experiences, coupled with her 

connection to Cleveland Clinic as a former patient and 

employee, led her to make a gift to establish the Violet 

Forgach Magyar Fund for Pediatric Plastic Surgery.

“I decided to establish the fund because it’s very 

difficult for a child to carry the burden of a deformity,” 

she says. “You feel you are not like everyone else, no 

matter what you’re told. The successes and rewards of 

plastic surgery now can be life-altering for a child, and 

that is what I hope the fund will do.”

Patients of Cleveland Clinic’s Pediatric Institute & 

Children’s Hospital will benefit from the fund. “We 

are very excited about the gift, and we’re looking 

forward to partnering with the Pediatric Institute,” 

says Francis Papay, MD, Chairman of the Dermatology 

& Plastic Surgery Institute. “When we operate on a 

child, we are augmenting the potential of what this 

person one day is going to contribute to society. I 

want to offer a heartfelt thanks to Mrs. Magyar, with 

excitement and gratitude.”

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GALORENZO FOUNDATION GIFTS HONOR TEENAGER’S MEMORY

Sixteen-year-old Daniel Galorenzo of Morris Plains, N.J., played clarinet in his school 

band and dreamed of being a rock star. He also was a gifted athlete who competed on 

Seton Hall Prep School’s varsity soccer and wrestling teams. 

Following a victorious evening match on Feb. 6, 2002, he was helping teammates roll up 

mats when he suddenly was overcome by crippling pain. He was rushed to a local hospital, 

where he passed away during emergency surgery for an aortic aneurysm. 

Daniel’s parents, Allen and JoAnn, and his older brother, Brad, then 17, were devastated. 

Even now, Mr. Galorenzo says, words sometimes fail him when he is asked about his son. 

“His most noticeable quality was his infectious smile,” he says. “He had a great smile.”

With his quick wit and playful charm, Daniel was able to win over a new friend or warm 

up a roomful of people, his parents say.

For two years, the family coped quietly with their grief. Then, one day, while Mr. Galorenzo 

and his lifetime friend, Phil Orsi, were golfing — a pastime Daniel also enjoyed — they 

conceived the idea of establishing a foundation in Daniel’s memory that would raise money 

for children with life-threatening illnesses. This fundraising effort would be centered 

around a golf outing.

The first outing in 2004 raised $30,000. Since then, the Daniel Galorenzo Foundation 

has raised more than $300,000, with proceeds going to programs that directly help 

children. In 2005, they decided to help the Children’s Hospital when Phil’s wife, Liz, 

gave them a Cleveland Clinic publication that included an article on aortic aneurysms.

“I believe it was fate,” Mr. Galorenzo says. 

Since then, the foundation has made numerous gifts to Cleveland Clinic Children’s 

Hospital, including a distraction machine featuring lights, bubbles and images that divert 

children’s attention during their treatments; flat-screen TVs and DVDs for patients; and 

sleeper chairs for parents.

“We want to restore some dignity to children who are going through serious illnesses,” 

Mr. Galorenzo says. 

Their gifts also help keep Daniel’s memory alive. Engraved plates on the donated 

equipment show that the gifts are from the Daniel Galorenzo Foundation.

“We like the fact that Daniel’s name is there and that someone will look at that nameplate 

and wonder who he was,” Mr. Galorenzo says.

CLARK FAMILY CHANNELS GRATITUDE TO BENEFIT PEDIATRIC PATIENTS

The Clark family’s experience with Cleveland Clinic Children’s Hospital began in 2005 

when Francine and Dan learned that their son’s cancer was curable. Richie Clark is now 

cancer-free, but the family’s relationship continues — with gifts of gratitude.

In December 2005, 17-year-old Richie Clark was diagnosed with Hodgkin’s lymphoma, a 

cancer primarily involving the lymph nodes of the neck and chest. The Solon High School 

senior was preparing for wrestling season when a lump discovered in his neck prompted a 

trip to the doctor. 

After Richie was admitted to Cleveland Clinic Children’s Hospital for a biopsy to confirm 

the diagnosis, Mr. Clark received a life-changing phone call from the surgeon at 11 p.m. 

reassuring him that Richie’s cancer was curable. He had to go through nearly four months 

of chemotherapy, but Richie overcame his disease. 

For Richie’s parents, the Children’s Hospital surpassed all expectations as they witnessed 

so many efficient, responsive and empathetic individuals caring for their son and others.

Richie was able to wrestle during his senior year, thanks to the support of his family, 

teammates, coaches and healthcare team. He continues to wrestle today at Mount Union 

College in Alliance, Ohio.

The staff’s attentiveness to Richie’s medical and emotional needs in 2005 inspired the 

Clarks’ annual donations, now totaling $50,000, to Cleveland Clinic Children’s Hospital. 

Their generosity helps to fund travel for patients and families in financial need and also 

supports a “distraction station” with fiber-optic light display, an aromatherapy diffuser, a 

stereo, and a tube filled with air bubbles that help entertain and distract young patients 

undergoing chemotherapy.  The idea is to create a relaxing environment in both waiting 

areas and chemotherapy treatment rooms. 

The Clarks have also made gifts establishing a scholarship fund for children who have 

been diagnosed with cancer to pursue secondary education and college. 

“We have an affinity with the Children’s Hospital because of Richie’s experience, and we 

hope that our contributions will help make the process easier for the kids who — through 

no fault of their own — face the difficulty of their medical situation,” Mr. Clark says. “We 

also hope this helps the absolutely incredible people who are part of the staff.”
