o Minimum 60 hours of volunteer or paid non-healthcare experience with
children/families
e 3 Letters of Recommendation: One letter must be from your academic advisor/child life
professor, 1 must be from your child life practicum preceptor/supervisor, and the last
letter can be from a professional reference.
